There are a number of construction activities planned for 2010. Through another grant
from the Michigan Economic Development Corporation the City will once again be able to
have a road reconstruction project. We are planning to reconstruct Norway Street from

US 2 to 4™ Avenue. We will also reconstruct 6™ Avenue, 5™ Avenue, and 4™ Avenue on
either side of Norway Street. Due to the requirements under the grant, bidding has been
slowed by state review requirements, however, we plan to bid the project in May with a
summer construction schedule. There is also going to be some work by MDOT at the rail-
road tracks crossing US 2 on the east side of town. The project is scheduled for August
and a bypass will be constructed. Please be on the lookout for construction activities dur-
ing this time.

On another note, 2010 is going to be another extremely challenging year economically for
our city and state. Even though we are holding our own, we must continue to look for
opportunities to consolidate our operations among our existing staff. Following the
retirement of John Zanon the city has appointed Joe Pickart as the new Ultilities Superinten-
dent . Joedbs new responsibilities wil
welcome Tara Filizetti to our office staff.

The City of Norway spring rubbish collection runs Monday April 12th thru Friday April 23rd.
Please have all items for collection separated and ready on the first day of collection. L[L
Limbs and brush must be neatly piled separately with the butt ends facing the street or alley and cut in lengths not
to exceed 46 in |l ength.

Grass clippings, leaves, and garden waste must be containerized separately in bags or containers not §) /C
to exceed 45 gallons or 50 Ibs.

All metal must be separated and collected for recycling. (The DPW has a dumpster set in the fenced in area of the lot
located at 400 10" Ave. where you may bring metal for recycling during normal working hours).

Hazardous waste (gasoline, oil, paint, chemicals, etc.) will not be collected. The City of Norway will not
collect tires and batteries. These items and hazardous waste can be brought to the county solid waste N
facility in Quinnesec.

Furniture (chairs, tables, sofas, beds, mattresses etc.) will be collected and must be separated from other rubbish items.

BACKYARD BURNING .

Summer is soon upon us and outdoor campfires are permitted on private property, provided they conform to
regulations. Campfires must be in contained fire pits that are 48 inches or less in diameter. Flames must not
exceed three (3) feet in height, campfire shall not be less than fifteen (15) feet from any wood-frame
structure, shall not be less than ten (10) feet from any fence, tree, hedge, or property line and adequate
provision must be made to prevent fire from spreading with all combustible material removed from the

area. All campfires shall be under the direct and constant supervision and control of a person at least
eighteen (18) years of age. Copies of ordinance # 388 are available at the Norway City Hall.

ORV LAWS.
The ORV (Off Road Vehicle) laws will be strictly enforced with zero
tolerance. All mandatory stickers and equipment is required; hel-
mets are required unless there are seat belts and a roll bar. Copies of
the Ordinance and maps of approved routes are available at the Nor-
way Police Department and City Hall. They are not permitted on
the streets surrounding the B

A T V s Motor vehicle laws regarding operating while intoxicated
or under suspension apply. We have had questions about golf carts
operating under the ORV ordinance on roads and trails; ORV stick-
ers are required, helmets are a requirement unless there are seat belts
and a crush resistant roof or an adequate roll bar.

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Parks & Recreation Committee

This is the time of year that the Parks and Recreation Committee actively reviews the condition of our parks
and makes recommendations to the City for i mp
historically been handled through the Department of Public Works. The DPW has welcomed the assistance of
the Parks and Recreation Committee to help identify problem areas and give ideas for improvements.

In 2010, the theme for both the DPW and the Parks and Recreation Committee will be tree
planting. As you can see at Marion Park, we had to have another major tree cutting project
over the winter. The stress on our mature trees over the last 7 years caused by oak wilt, gypsy
moth, and drought had just taken its toll on the mortality rate in the park.

5 years ago we anticipated this and started our community forestry plan. We have a number of small grants to
aid in purchasing boulevard and park trees and in 2010 you will see new trees being planted. We will also
plant smaller trees in our new nursery located off of Oak Crest Drive. This will allow the City to
purchase trees at a more affordable rate and grow them to sizes acceptable for transplanting in our
boulevards.

If you have an interest in our community forestry program you can contact the city or visit our web
page under parks and recreation. We are also accepting donations for tree replacements and have started
working on a boulevard tree replacement program for our residents.

City Assessod Property Maintenance

Spring is here and that means the City Assessors/Zoning office will be busy enforcing the Property Mainte-
nance Code. The most common issues facing our office include unlicensed or inoperable vehicles, long grass,
weeds, misc junk, and garbage scattered around the yard. The International Property Maintenance Code
governs minimum regulations for conditions of all property, buildings and structures. The ordinance provides
the city the legal authority to correct a code violation. This, of course, would only be necessary if the property
owner was unwilling to correct the issue on their own. Typical corrective actions include the following:

¢ Unlicensed or inoperable vehiclesd The City will have the vehicle physically removed (towed) to a secure
location. The property owner will be required to pay all fines and costs before getting the vehicle back.

¢ Tall grass/weedsd The City will have the grass/weeds cut. The cost plus 15% will be charged to the prop-
erty owner. If the bill is not paid within 30 days it will be added to the tax bill.

¢ Garbage/rubbishd The City will remove the garbage or rubbish and charge the property owner the cost
plus 15%. If the bill is not paid within 30 days it will then be added to the tax bill.

Civil infraction tickets of $100 for the first offense have been issued in extreme cases. The response and feed-
back have been very positive overall from residents that want to continue living in a clean, safe environment.

This time of year also brings campers, motor homes and trailers out of storage for the summer camping season.
Last year our office received numerous complaints regarding the parking and storage of recreational vehicles
and campers within the City street right of way and on the boulevards. The City of Norway Zoning ordinance
requires recreational vehicles to be stored in the driveway or side and rear yard of your property. Leaving your
camper or RV on the street or boulevard for an extended period of time or parked with power cords and water
hoses attached is prohibited.

Solid Waste Management

With spring coming early this year this is a
ordinance #371. Solid waste is defined in two categories as either refuse or rubbish. Refuse is defined as
Ahousehold garbage or wasteo and is the stand

Department of Public Works. The ordinance defines the following:

Containers Types - Refuse must be placed in disposable plastic bags or covered plastic/metal garbage
containers with handles and covers. Such containers shall not exceed a maximum volume of 45 gallons
and shall not weigh more than 50 pounds. Per the ordinance it is unlawful to place refuse in boxes.

Refuse Amounts i Residential accounts will be limited to 100 gallons per week. Business Accounts will be
limited to 150 gallons per week. If you are using bags calculate the volume by the size of bags that y
are using.

Rubbish i Rubbish is defined as non-household waste. The City picks up rubbish twice per year
(spring /fall). Household garbage (refuse) shall not be included in the rubbish collection.

The City is proud to provide solid waste management for our residents. The rules are established to maintain a
clean and inviting environment for our community. The cost of both refuse and rubbish collections are paid for
through our garbage rates. For this reason it is extremely important that this service be for City residents only.
Violations for illegal dumping cost the residents through increased costs and we are trying very hard to provide
these services at the best and most economical value to our residents. We would like to thank you in advance
for following the rules established by the City Council and doing your part to keep our community clean.

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Sturgeon Falls Hydro Project

On March 26, 2010, the Department of Power and Light completed work on Hydro Unit #4 and
placed it online. This completes the current repairs at the Hydro. All hydro generation units are
currently in operation, although with the spring drought conditions, we are unable to run all of the
units. We still need to reconstruct the General Electric horizontal turbines. This is part of the
original project that started three years ago. After the General Electric has been completed, the
construction at the Hydro will be finished. We anticipate project completion to be October 2010.

Electric Utility Substation Project

The City of Norway Department of Power and Light energized the new substation on March 26, 2010, and
we are currently working on transferring the current electrical system to the new substation which should be
complete approximately 20 months from April 1, 2010. We look forward to working with WPPI Energy,
our power supplier, to try to minimize electric purchase power costs and help stabilize rates for the electric
utility customers.

For business customers, in addition to the existing array of business programs and technical assistance
already available through the electric utility, two new rebate programs are also being introduced:
Energy efficient lighting upgrades and non-lighting equipment upgrades,including air
conditioning and air source heat pumps, chillers, variable frequency drives,
efficient motors, vending, refrigeration, ice machines and sprayers.

The energy efficiency new rebate programs result in part from the passage of Michigan Public

Act 295 of 2008, which requires electric providers to create and carry out Energy Optimization plans to help
customers save energy. Dollar values for each rebate will vary based on the cost of the equipment or service
and its energy-saving potential. The rebates are being offered in addition to an existing array of energy effi-
ciency and conservation programs and services already available through the utility and its nonprofit power
supplier, WPPI Energy.
